Ahmet Baytursynov 

 1998 - Year of national unity and national history coincides with the 125 - anniversary of the birth of the great Kazakh scholar, a linguist, politics Ahmet Baitursynov 

 Ahmet Baytursynov was born January 28, 1873 in the parish Tosynskoy Turgai county. His father was a man of independent and proud. Even when Ahmet was thirteen teenager whose life taught him a bitter lesson from scattering sent to hard labor father. This happened because of the fact that Al-Baytursyn Shoshak, grandson of the celebrated Batyr Umbeteya not obeyed county supervisor and the Colonel Yakovlev, stolknuv with his horse, beaten. 

 Ahmet studied literacy among aul mullahs. After graduating from Russian-Kazakh he went to college and entered the Orenburg Kazakh school teachers. In 1895-1909 he worked. aul taught in schools Aktyubinska Parish, and Kustanayskogo Karkaralinskogo counties. 

 His wife was a Russian scientist. While working in Kustanai county Ahmet Baytursynov lived in the house from the forester, where Aleksandr I. love. They married. Marriage them occurred in trying to Kustanae, and it had changed its name, it was called Badrissafoy Muhametsadykovnoy Baytursynovoy. 

 They lived in Kustanae, where he worked in the Russian-Kazakh school teacher. The following year moved to Omsk, then in Karkaralinsk, which remained until 1907. He was first jailed. 

 In 1896, in Omsk Ahmet Baytursynov acquainted with Alektovym, head of school at the time the case in the northern areas. This friendship has given him a lot. Alektorov priobschil his prosveschenskoy Ilminskogo activities. Seeing the plight of their people and ignorance prevailed, he finally chooses its own path of struggle and encourages impoverished Kazakh society is not to traditionalism, and to a new life in the wake of human civilization. 

 Peasants are not confined itself merely teaching duties. He went on auls, campaign to educate the people and shared with them what dreamed. Peasants understand where the Settlement ruthless imperial government and politics in their speeches to the people courageously denounced it. 

 The revolution of 1905 spurred him to action. The first Russian revolution in 1905 he met in Karkaralinske. And since that time actively involved in political activities. The first of these shares was its involvement in the petition, which declared demands to stop the expropriation of land from Kazakhs to suspend the stream, to establish the people's councils. There was also a call to unity of Muslim nations, as opposed to policy stands Orthodoxy. The petition included a new organization and the educational system, to permit publication beztsenzurnoy newspapers, reflecting the thoughts and aspirations of the Kazakh people, keeping equipment in public administration and judiciary in the Kazakh language. These thoughts threw seven in Kazakh people and were supported by many intellectuals. 

 Since that time, his thoughts were aimed at awakening the conscience of the people. And mentioned petition was written on July 26, 1905 at the famous Koyandinskoy fair with the first Kazakh LLM Zhakypom Akpaevym and major politician, scientist-economist Alihanom Bukeyhanovym. 

 Search and justice critic action tsarist administration could not pass without trace. In 1909, Ahmet Baytursynov, involved in teaching at the time, was imprisoned again for 8 months without trial semipalatinskuyu prison. Since that time, he will proceed to open the fight against arbitrariness, writes poems about freedom, calling for a people's struggle against oppression. 

 In 1913 Baytursynov opens in Orenburg newspaper "Kazakh". Shortly adjacent to its publication Alikhan Bukeyhanov and becoming one of the lead authors. Chief Gendarmerie management Orenburg province, Major General Babic, in a letter to Governor turgayskomu of November 24, 1914 on the newspaper "Kazakh" notes: "Of the major newspapers known to the staff" Bukeyhanov Alikhan, a former member of the State Duma I, a specialist on the issue of agrarian steppe areas. " 

 Ahmet Baytursynovu managed to reunite the newspaper "Kazakh" such eminent personalities and poets as Mirzhakim Dulatov, Shokarim Kudayberdiev, Magzhan Zhumabayev, Zhusupbek Aymauytov and many others. Thanks to the efforts and energies of such eminent newspaper publishing became public, playing a significant role in raising awareness of Kazakh people. Well Vosmitysyachny newspaper (not small for the time) to allow people to bring concerns of the problem. 

 In one of the rooms newspaper "Kazakh" (1913) Ahmet Baytursynov wrote "The mere existence of Kazakh nations became an acute problem." These desperate words forged it is no accident. In the early twentieth century were augmented pace colonization East Asian and intensive resettlement of peasants from the European part of the country. As a result, in 1916 the Kazakhs have lost 40 million hectares of the best land, and were driven out in the barren steppe and mountains. 

 Especially frank and predatory robbery became Steppenwolf province during the First World War, when in the vast steppes of the number of forced cattle prices removed. 

 There was a requisition for the north and koshm czarist army. At the same time prepared for the seizure of new lands Slavic colonists. And if added to the social oppression, impunity and taxes officials, it understood that such person, as Ahmet Baytursynov could not remain aloof from the situation. 

 Newspaper lasted 5 years - until 1917. During that time, she became the main national socio-political, scientific and literary titles. It is no accident during the Stalinist purges during Stalin's massacre occurred was massacre of staff newspaper "Kazakh". 

 During the Civil War, the Soviet leadership, in an effort to attract qualified professionals on the side of the revolution, publishes VTSIK ruling of April 4, 1919, which, inter alia, that "Kyrgyz (Kazakh) who participated in the civil war against the Soviet power, and also members of the former national staff and the Kyrgyz government "Alash-Orda" for counter-revolutionary activities continues to any form of harassment and are not subject to punishment. " Following this ruling, many government leaders "Alash-Horde turned on the side of Soviet power. 

 In August 1919, in the article "The revolution and Kirghiz" Ahmet Baytursynov wrote "The proclamation of the Declaration of the Rights of Peoples of Russia" can be considered the beginning of Kazakh attention to the national question, I can reassure a pure heart comrades that, preferring kolchakovskoy Soviet government, we are not mistaken ". 

 However, a wave of brutal repression collapsed and Kazakhstan. As a result, affected primarily Kazakh creative intelligentsia, passed on the side of Soviet power and, as it forces served in the following years. With the destruction of such personalities as Ahmet Baytursynov, Alikhan Bukeyhanov, Saken Seyfullin, Magzhan Zhumabayev, etc. Serious damage suffered science and literature in Kazakhstan. 

 It should be duly noted: Soviet power has spared no force for the development of education. Special attention was given to women kazashkam. In the 1930-31 school year were made in the settled areas of Computers, and on the 1931 and - in areas with nomadic populations. The enormous attention to the acceleration of cultural progress had many national leaders and intellectuals. In those years enjoyed great popularity Ahmet Baytursynovym written training manuals on native language, textbooks for the system of donations, illustrated ABC, stood at 20 - years, several publications. 

 20 - 30-ies were also a period of becoming science in Kazakhstan. A major center of knowledge of the history, ethnography, the economy edges and Sciences has been studying society in Kazakhstan. A natural georgaficheskoy, ethnographic, historical and archaeological sections of the society took part prominent scientists Asfendiyarov S., A. Zataevich, Baytursynov A., J. et al Aymauytov 

 In the same years in Kazakhstan began pre-revolutionary intelligentsia prosecution figures, which accused illegal activities to re-alash thrown movement. In 1920 he was arrested Ahmet Baytursynov. He was deported in Arkhangelsk, and the wife with her daughter Sholpan - in Tomsk. But in 1934 at the request of E. Peshkovoy, then worked in the Red Cross committee, Ahmet Baytursynov was released. However, in October 1937, he was arrested again and rastrelyan.
